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I wanted to pass along some great news related to Section 3 opportunities.  Section 3 is a 
federal program that requires recipients of certain HUD funding, including much of 
the funding that CRHA receives, to provide job training, employment and contracting 
opportunities for low income individuals, including all residents of public housing, to 
the greatest extent possible.  The program is designed to direct HUD funding towards 
low income individuals and businesses in order to help use those dollars directly 
improve their financial position.   
 
CRHA has been struggling to figure out the best way to implement Section 3 but with the 
City of Charlottesville’s help, we now have a Section 3 Plan.  City Council recently 
adopted the Plan during their latest meeting and the CRHA Board will now review and 
consider the Plan.  One of the key components of the Plan is the hiring of a dedicated 
staff person to focus solely on Section 3 issues.  This new employee will work to 
identify residents and business that qualify,  help spread the word about Section 3 
and its benefits, and encourage the development and support of new businesses.   
 
As I mentioned all public housing residents automatically qualify as Section 3 
residents.  So, if you are currently looking for a job or have ever considered starting a 
business, this new employee will be there to help further support you in that 
process.  More information will follow, so please be on the lookout for updates.  The City 
and CRHA hope that by focusing on this program in a new way, we will be able to make 
a positive impact.  Many thanks to Holly Edwards, City Councilor and former CRHA 
Board member, and Joy Johnson, CRHA Board member, for bringing attention to 
Section 3 and making it a priority.

Housing Authority News 

The past couple of months have been busy for the Housing Authority in terms of completing Capital Improvement 
Projects – especially to help get ready for the annual HUD REAC inspections!  We know there are needs which still 
need to be addressed and we are working to get as much done as we can with the time, money and man-power that 
we have available!  Examples of a few projects that have been recently completed include: extensive renovations to 
the common area bathrooms in Crescent Halls; repairs to the elevators in Crescent Halls; tree maintenance at all sites 
to remove dead limbs and trees to ensure safety of our residents, their visitors and our staff. 
 

Communal bathrooms in Crescent Halls received new tile on the floors and walls, new sinks and hand dryers to 
improve accessibility use.  Additional accessibility features include replacing the bathtubs on the third and fifth floors 
(at the end of each hallway) with ones that are easier for residents to get in and out of. The elevators in Crescent Halls   
                                      had been breaking down quite a bit without explanation. Over the past month or two, the  
                                      contractors from Thyssenkrupp have been working to replace the necessary parts and controls  
                                      on both elevators.  The tree company, Williams Brothers, will be working at each site to remove  
                                      overgrowth, deteriorated branches and any damage that happens to trees and shrubs as a result  
                                      of storms.   
 

                                      Projects to take place in the near future include making repairs to sidewalks at all sites to    
                                      remove cracks/trip hazards as well as replacing two roofs at Westhaven for Buildings 811 & 812.
