NEWS from the SCHOOLS 
 

The 2006 VA General Assembly passed a law 

which requires all 6th grade students to have a 

tetanus, diphtheria, pertussis (Tdap) booster 

shot prior to starting their 6th grade year, if it has 

been longer than five years since their last shot.   
 

There are religious and medical exceptions to this 

requirement, but there must be documentation 

provided to the school to that effect. 
 

Even if your child has had the shot, school staff 

must have written documentation provided before 

he or she begins the school year. 
 

Students may receive a free Tdap booster shot 

at the Health Department office on Rose Hill 

Drive. If the school does not have 

documentation, per state law, your child cannot 

begin the school year.   
 

If you have any questions, please contact your 

child’s school.

HOW to PREPARE FOR a NATURAL DISASTER 
 

Natural disasters have been in the news a lot lately, from the flooding along the Mississippi River to the tornados 
sweeping across North Carolina and elsewhere. Preparing for disasters can help you and your family be safer and 
more ready for dealing with an emergency! 
 

Here are some tips from the Red Cross: 
 

• Go to interior rooms and halls, especially central stairwells during a hurricane or tornado. Elevators are bad because  
    if your building loses power, you may be stuck in an elevator for a long time. Stay away from windows. 
• Always have batteries, a flashlight, and candles available. 
• Know the escape routes if you need to evacuate your building. Practice these with children. 
• Keep a supply of water and canned goods (with a can opener). At least a 3-day supply is recommended.  
• Have a charged cell phone. Make sure that all family members have the phone number of an out-of-State relative or  
    friend (out of the disaster area) to contact in case you are not all together. 
• Choose a place outside your neighborhood where family members should meet in case you are not together. 
• Have an emergency supply kit and make sure all family members know where it is. It should include a flashlight,  
    extra batteries, a portable radio, bottled water, and some cash. If there is room, include some canned food. 
• If you have to leave your home, make sure each family member is dressed and has on shoes in case you have to be  
    away from home for any length of time.

Housing Authority News 

Bedbugs have been an issue across the country this year.  And while Charlottesville has not been hit quite as badly as 
other cities, these pests are causing a headache for some residents and their wallets!   
 

Bedbugs are experts at hiding and they love to travel.  Bedbugs like to live in a number of different places including 
seams of mattresses, box springs, bed frames, headboards, dresser tables, inside cracks or crevices, behind wallpaper, 
or any other clutter or objects around a bed. They travel in the seams and folds of luggage, overnight bags, folded 
clothes, bedding, furniture, and anywhere else where they can hide.  
 

The most common method of developing a case of bedbugs is by bringing used furniture into your home.  Used 
furniture comes from many sources; from a yard sale, an antique store, from family or friends, from a church or other 
donation site.  Everyone should be careful when choosing furniture for their apartments and should inspect the 
furniture before moving it in.  If you suspect that you have bedbugs in your apartment, please contact the 
Maintenance Office immediately to have someone come inspect your apartment.   
 

Please be aware that it is expensive to have bed bugs removed from an apartment once they have arrived – 
approximately $700 per apartment.  Any resident who is responsible for bringing bedbugs 
into their apartment will be billed for the cost of their removal.  And due to the likelihood  
of bedbugs spreading, it is important that they are removed early instead of giving them a  
chance to get settled in!
